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Apperentiy (according to media report) the judge said Dr. Gordon is not competent to testify about the coercive nature of
police questioning techniques used against Brendan, because he is not a social scuientist‘? But the type of questions put to
Brendan is a crucial point, which when combined with his suggesfibility can iead to "unreliable" (Le. false) confessions. See Dr.
Larry White's report and studies cited.

1 beiieve White wouid be abie to so testify. He has been quetitted as an expert on that very issue at [east once, before, if not
more (in a Kenosha case with Waring Finctre, t beiieve). Even though he may not be on your expert witness disclosure list, i
would add him anyway, and rte—argue that point. if nothing else, make a record for appeal. You can say you oniy recently were
permitted to speak with him because he was retained on Avery‘s case, and only new are we permitting you access. With the
state waiting until the last week of our trial to provide FBI expert LeBeau‘s EDTA report, theyr can hardly bitch too much about
[ate discovery.

But were of caution, the report I sent you was NOT final. Do not turn that over to the state!
